In this project you will describe to the class your classes in the school. 
1. Speaking
a. This is an individual project. 

b. You will describe each one of your classes. All of them must be included.
c. In the description you must mention: The name of your class, who teaches the class (name and 2 adjectives that describe the teacher), in what period you have the class, what you need for the class (materials), what you must do in the class (hay que…) and what is prohibited (se prohibe…), how is the class (one or two adjectives) and finally, if you like it or not. DO NOT REPEAT ADJECTIVES MORE THAN TWICE.
d. When presenting, you have three options:

i. You can present live in the classroom. Your presentation shouldn’t be shorter than 5 minutes and no longer than 10. You may use a PPT, POSTER BOARDS or FLASHCARDS with images to remind you of the words you want to say, but you CANNOT USE flashcards or PPT with words in it. Few English words and proper names are allowed, BUT NOT SPANISH. I will take volunteers first but you must be prepared if no one volunteers. NO EXCUSES. Practice in advance with your parents or friends. Practice in front of a mirror and time yourself. Try not to memorize the presentation, because you risk forgetting all of it if you forget one word. This is the reason why you are using a PPT with images: to help you remember the words. NOT HAVING A PPT OR VISUAL AID DOES NOT CONSTITUTE NOT PRESENTING. If called, you will be asked to present without it.
ii. Video: You can present by doing a video. You must be speaking IN THE VIDEO. Filming, producing, editing, etc. will not count toward your grade. You may not READ from flashcards or cards, since is a speaking assessment, not a reading one. Your video must not be longer than 5 minutes.
iii. Create an animation of your classes: An interesting and fun test! Go to www.goanimate.com or any other animation program and create a video of your classes, using the same descriptions. This version will take time so make sure you won’t leave it for the last moment. YOU MUST RECORD WITH YOUR VOICE ALL THE DIALOGUES. When finished, you may send an e-mail to me with the link. DON’T WAIT TO THE LAST MOMENT. DUE DATE IS UNTIL 11:59!!
2. Writing: 
a. For this project you must present in a paragraph format all of your descriptions of your classes. Remember that the presentation of the project is important. I will only receive a typed copy, whether is by e-mail or hard copy. Here is an example:


b. Do not use the same adjective more than twice. Use a variety of adjectives and descriptions. 
c. Make sure you correct your grammar and spelling before you turn it in. Make sure that you are completing all the requirements: All seven classes, description of the classes and the teacher, what you need for the class, what is prohibited and what you must do, the period in which you have the class, do you like or not the class?, etc... 
d. PRSENTATION IS KEY. Make sure your paper looks clean and organized. It should be legible and free of smudges and corrections. 
e. It must be turned in on the due date or I will deduct ten points per each day you are late. Turn a HARD COPY or an e-mail and include your name.

f. Remember: DO NOT USE TRANSLATORS. I know when you do and I will give you a zero, since is not your work. Ask me for help first! You will complete a draft before the due date.
